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The major aim of colleges of technology is to prepare students to be competent engineers who have a wide perspective and
highly advanced skills. Through its various subjects, the Department of General Education helps students gain a basic
knowledge of technology, cultivate their mind, and develop their physical strength, so that they will grow up to be capable
prospective workers.

In the course of their 5-year education, various subjects (from high school level to sophomore college level) are taught.
Teachers provide lessons in Japanese, social studies, foreign languages, physical education, mathematics, physics and
chemistry, making every possible effort to help students acquire basic knowledge and competence which will be
indispensable for their future career.
